5 Things That Have Become
IRRELEVANT in Bowling
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For most, the winter 2023-
2024 season is over. As a re-
minder, final averages must be
submitted to the association
office no later than 15 days af-
ter the league is over. It is not
the bowling center’s responsi-
bility to submit the averages
but the secretary’s.

The inclusion of Bowler ID
numbers is crucial, as they
help us make sure scores are
credited to the correct bowler.
We can send you a fillable av-
erage request form that will
have all of the Bowler IDs listed
— just eMail a request to man-
ager@ncausbca.org or bowl-
mag@hotmail.com.

We have received a few sub-
missions with nicknames, and
this, along with added names
that are misspelled, and ju-
niors & seniors within the
same family who are not iden-
tified as such are reasons why
the Bowler ID number is so im-
portant. In any case, league
secretaries are required to sup-
ply this number along with the
pins, games, and average. You
soon can check our Web page
for leagues for which we have
not received final averages.

Are you a Triple Crown win-
ner? This is an award given to
the male and/or female bowler
who had the highest average,
scratch game, and scratch se-
ries — all three! — in a league.

If you plan to bowl in a sum-
mer league, there are a few
things to be aware of. If you
need to purchase a member-
ship for the summer season,
you have two options: (1) a Ba-
sic membership costs $11.00
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and is only good for member-
ship in a league designated as a
Basic (16 weeks or less) league.
You will need to purchase a
membership for each league
you decide to join. (2) Standard
membership costs $26.00 and
is good for multiple leagues.
Memberships will expire at
summer’s end or when the
league ends. Further, with a
Basic membership, you will
not be eligible for any awards
except for honor score awards
from USBC.

The NCAUSBCA 78th Annual
Open Championships Tourna-
ment will be held the last three
weekends in June this year. The
team event will be held at The
Lanes Fort Meade, and the sin-
gles/doubles event will be at
Crofton Bowling Centre.

There are many options to
make money: crossover dou-
bles, 50+ singles and all-
events, and scratch events.
Please note that this tourna-
ment pays at least one in six
places, unlike many tourna-
ments that pay one out of every
10 places, plus 90 percent of
the fee paid for optional events
goes directly into the prize
fund. Come out and bowl, this
is your City tournament, and
we are happy to say that we will
be in Crofton for the first time
in several years.

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LAS VEGAS - Delegates elected
three board members, at-
tended a variety of educational
seminars, and were on hand
for a celebration of Glenn Alli-
son during a jam-packed 2024
United States Bowling Con-
gress Convention and Annual
Meeting, which concluded
April 25 at South Point Hotel,
Casino, and Spa.

The ballot for the USBC Board
election originally had four
candidates slated by the USBC
Nominating Committee. How-
ever, one candidate withdrew
from consideration prior to the
convention, leaving Dennis
Hacker of Longtown, Missouri;

Team USA athletes elected
David Haynes of Las Vegas and
Matt Russo of Ballwin, Mis-
souri to the USBC Board, and
the Athletes Advisory Commit-
tee filled a vacant board posi-
tion by appointing Shannon
Pluhowsky of Dayton, Ohio.
Additionally, Christopher Floyd
of Lockport, Louisiana was re-
elected by the IBC Youth Com-
mittee to the USBC Board.

The new board members be-
gin their three-year terms Aug.
1, 2024.

Convention week kicked off
with exhibits and a trade show
Monday, April 22, followed by
a welcome reception for the
delegates that evening. Day 2
got off to an energetic start
when keynote speaker Marvel-
less Mark delivered a “rock-
star themed” speech that had
the delegates completely en-
gaged while banging on drum-
sticks.

Tuesday continued with nu-
merous educational seminars
throughout the day and con-
cluded with a fun-filled “Game
Show” night for the delegates.

Wednesday featured the con-
clusion of the educational
seminars in the morning, and a
“Meet the Candidates” session
for USBC Board candidates to
start the afternoon.

Following the Meet the Can-
didates session, the first ses-
sion of the Annual Meeting
took place. That Wednesday
afternoon session was high-
lighted by presentations from
USBC charity partners Bowlers

to Veterans Link (BVL), which
provides recreational and
therapeutic programs and ser-
vices to America’s active duty
and veteran service men and
women, and Bowl for the
Cure®, the year-round fund-
raising initiative sponsored by
USBC in partnership with Su-
san G. Komen®,

Thursday featured the final
two sessions of the Annual
Meeting. The presentation of
Youth and National Recogni-
tion Awards took place during
the morning session, including
the Alberta E. Crowe Star of
Tomorrow Award to Melia
Mitskavich of DuBois, Penn-
sylvania and the Chuck Hall
Star of Tomorrow Award to
William Smith of Smyrna,
Tennessee.

Space Coast USBC (Brevard
County Florida) was awarded
the Association Excellence
Award. USBC board member
Glenda Beckett of Palmetto
Bay, Florida, who also serves
on the USBC Awards and
Recognition Committee, sur-
prised the Space Coast USBC
delegates as part of the cere-
mony.

The morning session con-
cluded with a report from USBC
Board President Melissa Mc-
Daniel, followed by a series of
committee reports, including
presentations from the Strate-
gic Planning Committee and
from International Bowling
Campus Youth Development.

The Business Report was de-
livered by Deputy Executive
Director Jason Overstreet and,
among other things, detailed
the continuation of the USBC’s
“Why I Certify” brand aware-
ness campaign with all new
stories to share from USBC
members. A refreshed landing
page can be found at WhyICer-
tify.com.

In 2025, the USBC Conven-
tion will return to South Point
Hotel, Casino, and Spa in Las
Vegas in conjunction with the
USBC Women’s Champi-
onships, with the event sched-
uled to run from May 5-8.
